12. What two figures of speech in the New Covenant (New Testament) show the intimate connection between the Ruach HaKodesh (Holy  Spirit))) and the Kehilah (church)? 
13. In what four ways does the Ruach (Spirit) energize the Kehilah (church) as the body of Messiah? 

14. Of what 3 things does the Ruach HaKodesh (Holy Spirit)) convict (convince) the world? 

15. What 3 ways has the work of the Ruach (Spirit) been used by New Covenant (New Testament) writers in regard to salvation? 

16. What three extreme views of sanctification must be avoided? Explain each briefly.

27. What do Pentecostals mean when they teach that the outpouring of the Ruach (Spirit) on the Day of Shavuot (Pentecost) is paradigmatic, or programmatic, in nature? 
28. What is the best explanation for the ten-day waiting period between Yeshua’s ascension and the outpouring of the Ruach (Spirit) on the Day of Shavuot (Pentecost)? 
29. What 4 observations concerning Rav Shaul (Paul)’s Damascus road encounter (Acts 9:1-17) show a separation between conversion and Ruach (Spirit) Immersion (baptism) and that one is subsequent to the other? 

30. In the Tenach (Old Testament), what is the Ruach’s (Spirit”s) most characteristic and most frequently occurring work?
