7A.	THE BABYLONIAN CENTER FOR JEWISH LEARNING

1B.	During the Pre-Talmudic Period

1C.	Deferred to Eretz Israel Yeshivot and Scholars

2C.	In about 220, the City of Sura became a leading center for Babylonian Amoraim.


2B.	The Talmudic Period

	1C.	At the end of the Fourth Century, Rav Ashi compiled and 
		organized the Gemara (commentaries on the Mishnah).



2C.	The Babylonian Talmud is massive.  
	Covers all life’s phases and relationships.
	Contains Mishnah and Gemara.


3C.	The Sevoraim (men who reflect or men who reason)
	Worked between 500-700 CE
	Better organized the Babylonian Talmud


4C.	The Jerusalem (Palestinian) Talmud was written in Hebrew with some Western Aramaic.  The Babylonian Talmud was composed in Eastern Aramaic with smaller Hebrew sections.




5C.	The Aggadah (Haggadah)—Narration
Illustrates Halakha through legend, parable, allegory, prayers or songs.   Most Aggadah is found in the Gemara.

1B.	Mishnah (“Study”)
	
	1C.	Systematic collection of rabbinic decisions
		Traditionally accepted Torah interpretations


2C.	Jewish legend later compelled communal compliance with Mishnah by insisting the Oral Law, alongside the written Torah, was received from God Himself at Sinai.


3C.	The Mishnah was transmitted from the Geonim (sages) to the Sofrim (scribes) who passed ultimately to the Tannaim (teachers).


2B.	The Mishnah is organized into six Orders (Sedarim):

1C.	Zeraim (“Seeds”) deals with agricultural law.

2C.	Moed (“Holidays”) is focuses on Shabbat, the festivals and annual fasts.

3C.	Nashim (“Women”) has relevance to marital law, women’s rights and duties, as well as divorce.
4C.	Nezikin (”Damages”) considers civil and criminal law.  It also includes the famous tractate, Pirke Avot (“Chapters of the Fathers”), a significant ethical guide to the Jewish people through the ages.  It is also known as “Sayings or Ethics of the Fathers.”


5C.	Kodashim (“Holiness” or “Holy Matters”) elaborates on the ways and means of sacrifices and the Temple worship.


6C.	Tohorot (“Purification”) mandates laws of purity and cleanliness.


3B.	Each order is organized by specific topics into tractates (masekhtot).

	1C.	The Talmud’s 63 tractates are divided into chapters (perakim).

	2C.	The chapters are divided into verses.


4B.	The Gemara (Completion or Learning)

	1C.	Supplements Mishnah commentary

	2C.	The work of the Amoraim (speakers or interpreters) in either 			Palestinian or Babylonian academies 200-500 CE.

	3C.	They clarified which Mishnah laws were binding.

5B.	Two kinds of subject matter:

1C.	 Halakha (the way of walking) pertains to legal matters touching on religion and civil and criminal law.
	
2C.	Aggadah (the telling) illustrates religious principles of the Halakha by means of allegories, laments, satires, songs.
